1 Chronicles 28 and 29

the LORD God, even my God, will be with thee; he will not fail thee, nor forsake thee, until thou hast finished all the 

work for the service of the house of the LORD. 

29:9 - Then the people rejoiced, for that they offered willingly, because with perfect heart they offered willingly to the 

LORD: and David the king also rejoiced with great joy.

Read the following:  “The world of the generous gets larger and larger; the world of the stingy 

gets smaller and smaller.” Proverbs 11:24 (Msg) 

 

“The best way to fulfill what is in our heart is to faithfully use what is in your hand.” 

 

How does it prepare us 

for that purpose? 

Q: What does generosity say about the condition of your heart?

Read the following: Now he who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will also supply and increase 

your store of seed and will enlarge the harvest of your righteousness. 2 Cor 9:10 

Q: What keys to financial breakthrough have you discovered in your Christian walk? 

Proverbs 11:24-25 - There is one who scatters, and yet increases all the more, and there is one who withholds what is 

justly due, and yet it results only in want. The generous man will be prosperous, and he who waters will himself be 

watered.
